- SECURITY MEASURES:

« Lock all doors and windows: Ensure vehicles are locked and
valuables are not left in plain sight.

« Trim bushes and trees: Remove any overgrown vegetation that
could hide criminal activity.

« Improve lighting: Install motion-detection lights and illuminate
entrances.

« Strangers: Never open your door to anyone that you do not
know.

« Security: Consider investing in an alarm or an in-home camera
system.

« Be Observant: Be observant of those of those who may be pos-
ing as repair men, construction workers, or service workers, who
might be thieves. If their behavior or location seems out of the
ordinary, notify the police.
